They are able to hear the 
low-frequency sounds of rustling 
brush as far as 150 feet away.
	 Although they are omnivores and 
will eat most anything, their favorite 
prey is mice. A fox will hear and 
stalk its prey, then leap—flying 
through the air—and land with its 
front paws pinning the mouse.
